Candidate’s Category: Masters enrolled in a non-academic degree course integrated in the educational project of

In this context, the work plans include the execution of the following R&D activities:

- Isolation of extracellular vesicles from human blood samples and their characterization using different
methodologies;

- Multi-omics study of extracellular vesicles: cargo and surface markers;

- Discovery and selection of biomarkers.

The following are identified as result indicators:
1- Execution of the tasks indicated above with quality and in safe conditions;

2- Detection of less than 10% of failures in the execution of the indicated tasks.

Payment is made until the 23" of each month, through bank transfer to the Bank Identification Number of the

fellowship holders indicated in the respective contracting process.

Other benefits: Reimbursement of the Voluntary Social Insurance, corresponding to the 1% Echelon of the
contributory base (for fellowships with a duration equal to or greater than 6 months), and Personal Accident

Insurance.

Exclusivity regime: The performance of functions as a research fellow is carried out on an exclusive basis, under

the terms set out in article 5 of the Statute of the Research Fellow and applicable regulations of research grants.
