O projeto em que se enquadra a presente bolsa de investigacdo incide no estudo do papel dos astrdcitos
na modulacdo dos circuitos cortico-limbicos envolvidos na fisiopatologia da depressdo, ao que o plano de
trabalhos envolve a realizacdo de pelo menos uma das seguintes atividades de I&D adequadas ao perfil do
bolseiro:

- geracdo e teste de modelos animais, analise e interpretacdo dos resultados associados ao desempenho

comportamental; manipulacdo genética usando vetores virais, cirurgia usando estereotaxia;
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- analise do tecido cerebral dos modelos animais através de técnicas de histologia, imunohistoquimica;
analise trascriptémica ou protedmica, separacdo fenotipica de células e outras técnicas de biologia
molecular;

- utilizacdo de técnicas electrofisioldgicas de gravacdo de “spikes” e “local field potentials” em animais

anestesiados ou freely moving, ou técnicas de imaging de calcio usando fiber photometry ou miniscopes.

Recipients: Doctorates in the areas of Neurosciences, Health Sciences, Applied Biology, Biochemistry,
Biomedical Engineering, Bioengineering, Medical Electronics, Bioinformatics or in related scientific areas, who
cumulatively meet the following requirements:

a) Hold a PhD degree, obtained in the three years prior to the date of submission of the fellowship
application**;

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- Generation and testing of animal models, analysis and interpretation of results associated with behavioral
performance; genetic manipulation using viral vectors, surgery using stereotaxy techniques;
- Analysis of the brain tissue of animal models using histology, immunohistochemistry; transcriptomic or
proteomic analyses, phenotypic separation of cells and other molecular biology techniques;
- Use of electrophysiological techniques to record spikes and local field potentials in anesthetized or freely

moving animals, or calcium imaging techniques using fiber photometry or miniscopes.

The following are identified as result indicators:
1- Execution of the tasks indicated above with quality and in safe conditions;

2- Detection of less than 10% of failures in the execution of the indicated tasks.

RL - Letter(s) of recommendation: reflects the level of recommendation presented by the candidate,

taking into account the quantity and quality of the recommendations, with a weighting of 10%.

The classification in the Merit of the Candidate will be obtained by applying the following formula:

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After the application of the Merit of the Candidate, the following evaluation method, namely the Interview,
will be applied to the 3 (three) best classified candidates that cumulatively present a rating equal to or greater

than 4 values, with the remaining candidates being excluded from the Contest.

Within the scope of the Interview - INT (30%), with a duration of 20 minutes, the following evaluation criteria
will apply, valued on a scale of O to 5 values:

KAC - Knowledge in the area of competition (which reflects the knowledge demonstrated by the
candidate in the area of competition), with a weight of 30%;

The Final Classification (FC) of each candidate is obtained through the combining of the results obtained in
the two methods adopted in the Contest, in accordance with their respective weightings, namely the Merit of
the Candidate (MC, with a weighting of 70%) and the Interview (INT, with a weighting of 30%). The fellowship
will be awarded to the candidate ranked in the 1%t position, by order of the final ranking, and the respective
